Perplexity and anxiety

Jesus said: "There will be signs in sun and moon and
stars, and on the earth dismay among nations, in
perplexity at the roaring of the sea and the waves, 26
men fainting from fear and the expectation of the
things which are coming upon the world; for the
powers of the heavens will be shaken.

Jesus describes our world and what create hopelessness
in us humans.

Jesus' words in the Gospel have always been relevant.
Also today. When we listen to the Secretary-General of
the United Nations and to other leading voices, we hear

Biodiversiteten: De seneste 50 ar er jordens
bestande af vilde dyr gennemsnitligt faldet 69 pct.
Lige nu er op mod én million arter truede af
udryddelse.

Og mht. klimaet: Afbraending af fossile braendstoffer,
skovfaeldning og avl af husdyr pavirker i stigende
grad klimaet og jordens temperatur. Dermed tilfgjer
vi store maengder drivhusgasser til dem, der findes
naturligt i atmosfaeren, hvilket gger drivhuseffekten
og den globale opvarmning. Det handler szerligt om
forbraending af kul, olie og gas og feeldning af skov.

Krige: 2. Verdenskrig er en af de mest grusomme
konflikter i verdenshistorien. Krigen varede fra 1939
til 1945. Naesten 60 millioner mennesker dgde. Til
forskel fra tidligere krige var mange af de draebte
ikke soldater, men helt almindelige mennesker. Hele
byer blev bombet og braendt ned. Og listen af krige
er lang: Den Kinesiske Borgerkrig (1926-49);
Koreakrigen (1950-53); Vietnamkrigen (1959-1975).
Diktatorer udryddede store dele af deres egen
befolkning. Krig vendte tilbage til Europa, da
Jugoslavien i 1991 brgd sammen. Der opstod
borgerkrig mellem bosniere, serbere og kroater blev
ved med at blusse op frem til 2001. Og borgerkrige i
Afrika: Rwanda med 800.000 draebte. Og krig i Sudan
i disse ar. Og i Danmark og det gvrige Skandinavien
opfordrer regeringerne til at befolkningen sikrer
ngdrationer pa grund af krigen mellem Rusland og
Ukraine.

Radvildhed og angst. Vi skal ggre noget ved det. Ved
biodiversiteten, ved klimaet og ved krigene. Men er
det snart for sent? Det er der mange, der mener,
men vi skal ggre vort yderste for at redde planeten.
Andre siger: der er altid hab og vi ma ikke tale sa
negativt. Hvis man tror pa evolution, tror man ogsa
pa, at det bliver bedre.

Hvad siger Jesus? Han forteaeller, os, om radvildhed
og angst og frygt i verden. Og han fortzeller: Himmel
og jord skal forgd! Og der er en stor glaede ved, at
han siger det: nemlig, at det er HAM, der siger det.
JESUS. Ham, som kom til jord for at frelse os. JESUS.

them say that there is a crisis. Refugee flows due to
famine and war have characterized the first 25 years of
this century. After a few decades of peace in Europe,
war has come closer. And there is talk of the extinction
of animal species and climate change. Jesus' words
about "perplexity, fear, and fear" are fulfilled.

Some examples:

Biodiversity: Over the past 50 years, the earth's
populations of wild animals have declined by an
average of 69 per cent. Right now, up to one million
species are threatened with extinction.

And as for the climate: Burning fossil fuels,
deforestation and breeding livestock are increasingly
affecting the climate and soil temperature. In doing so,
we add large amounts of greenhouse gases to those
naturally found in the atmosphere, which increases the
greenhouse effect and global warming. This is especially
about the burning of coal, oil and gas and the felling of
forests.

Wars: Second World War Il is one of the most cruel
conflicts in world history. The war lasted from 1939 to
1945. Almost 60 million people died. Unlike previous
wars, many of those killed were not soldiers, but
ordinary people. Entire cities were bombed and burned
down. And the list of wars is long: the Chinese Civil War
(1926-49); Korean War (1950-53); The Vietham War
(1959-1975). Dictators exterminated large parts of their
own population. War returned to Europe when
Yugoslavia collapsed in 1991. Civil war between
Bosnians, Serbs and Croats continued to flare up until
2001. And civil wars in Africa: Rwanda with 800,000
killed. And war in Sudan these years. And in Denmark
and Scandinavia we are being asked to secure
emergency rations due to the war between Russia and
Ukraine.

Perplexity and anxiety. We must do something about
it. By biodiversity, by the climate and by wars. But is it
soon too late? Many people think so, but we must do
our utmost to save the planet. Others say: there is
always hope and we must not speak so negatively. If
you believe in evolution, you also believe that it will get
better.

What does Jesus say? He tells us about perplexity and
anxiety and fear in the world. And he says: Heaven and
earth will pass away! And there is a great joy in him
saying it: namely, that it is HE who says it. JESUS. He
who came to earth to save us. JESUS.

And when we listen to Jesus, we are told that it is not
the others who are the problem, it is not nature that is
the problem, it is not tyrants who are the problem. It is

* And from there comes the active sin, what we do in
thoughts, words and actions. We may call it the sin of
works, ...

* And then there is a third sin: the sin of omission, or
passive sin: namely, that one sits back and fails to do
anything in order not to do anything wrong. Anyone
who knows that what is good but does not does it is
committing a sin, it says in the Bible. original sin.

Jesus tells us about this, and it can make us even more
perplexed, anxious and fill us with fear.

2.
Security and hope

But then we must remember that it is Jesus who tells us
all this. And that He came to save His people from their
sins. Jesus came and took our guilt upon Himself. He
gives security, hope, and salvation. He does this by
speaking to us. His Gospel-word frees from the horror
and gives us a secure hope.

It is no use talking about hope in the human race
without mentioning Jesus.

Hope flows to us from Jesus. He knows everything
about what will happen in the near future. Both in your
private life and in Denmark's future and in the history of
the world until he comes visibly again and judges the
living and the dead. He knows it all. He has a hand in
the history, the climate, the biodiversity.

of this world rule only for a time. Jesus is the King of
kings, who rules forever.

That is why we Christians dare to talk about the end of
the world and still hope and be confident. We know
that we have a task in life. We are stewards. We must
take care of creation, cultivate it in love and not for
profit. We must help where we can.

We Christians also talk about our own destruction.
Every Sunday we confess: "l am a poor, sinful person
and have offended you many times with my way of
being and living. | am guilty.” We dare to admit this
because we believe in JESUS, our SAVIOR. And we say it.
And we receive forgiveness each Sunday and each day.

And Jesus has promised that there are two things that
will not pass away: One is His Word! My words will not
pass away! His word carries everything. And it keeps us
in saving faith. Therefore Jesus says: "this generation
will not pass away" — the generation that believes in
Him. The Church of Jews and Gentiles will live until the
day Jesus appears a second time. And He will bring us
home in glory.

3.
... Take care of your heart!

Therefore, Jesus says to us who have come to know him
and have faith in him in our hearts:

34 "Be on guard, so that your hearts will not be
weighted down with dissipation and drunkenness and
the worries of life, and that day will not come on you
suddenly like a trap; 35 for it will come upon all those
who dwell on the face of all the earth. 36 "But keep on
the alert at all times, praying that you may have
strength to escape all these things that are about to
take place, and to stand before the Son of Man."

Jesus finally says that his disciples, i.e. all who believe in
him, all Christians, they must guard us from one thing:
that the heart may dull. The dull heart is the heart that
seeks comfort away from JESUS, away from God's grace
and away forgiveness, away from the saving consolation
of baptism and the sacrament. That may happen in
dissipation, enjoying welfare, in drunkenness and
worries of daily life. It is the apostasy that creeps in.
And then doom will come upon us —and we will perish
forever in judgment.

Jesus speaks to us now and gives us strength through
faith. Hear the good news: Jesus is standing by you and
by your side. And you stand with Him when His Word
strengthens you in faith and gives you hope. Amen.
